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Notice of Initiation of Anti-Dumping Investigation on Alleged Dumped Imports of Cold Rolled
Coils/Sheets Originating in and/or Exported from the European Union, Republic of Korea,
Chinese Taipei and Vietnam into Pakistan

National Tariff Commission (the “Commission’) has received an application on December 28, 2020
under Section 20 of Anti-Dumping Duties Act, 2015 (the “Act”) from M/s Aisha Steel Mills Limited,
Karachi and M/s International Steel Limited, Karachi (the “Applicants”). The Applicants are producer of
flat- rolled products of iron or non- alloy steel, cold- rolled (cold- reduced), not clad, plated or coated
coils and sheets (“CR Coils/Sheets”). The Applicants have alleged that CR Coils/Sheets are being
exported to Pakistan at dumped prices from the European Union, Republic of Korea, Chinese Taipei and
Vietnam (the "Exporting Countries™), which have caused and are causing injury to the domestic industry
producing domestic like product.

Upon initial examination and assessing accuracy and adequacy of the evidence and information provided
in application in accordance with Section 23 of the Act, the Commission is satisfied that the evidence
and information provided in the application is sufficient to justify initiation of an investigation into the
matter.

Initiation of Investigation: The Commission hereby initiates an investigation pursuant to Section 23 of
the Act. The investigation will determine whether CR Coils/Sheets originating in and/or exported from
the Exporting Countries is dumped into Pakistan and whether such dumping has caused and /or is causing
injury to the domestic industry within the meaning of provisions of the Act. The Commission, during the
course of this investigation, will call further information/data from the interested parties deemed
necessary for the purposes of this investigation.

Product under Investigation: The product allegedly being dumped into Pakistan is flat-rolled products
of iron or non- alloy steel of a width of 600mm or more, cold- rolled (cold- reduced), not clad, plated or
coated (“CR Coils/Sheets”), of prime and secondary quality, of a thickness ranging from 0.15 mm to 3.00
mm in rolls or slit to length sheets, excluding CR Coils/ Sheets used in auto skins/auto grade (the
“investigated product”). The investigated product is classified under Pakistan Customs Tariffl (“PCT”)
Heading Nos. 7209.1510, 7209.1590, 7209.1610, 7209.1690, 7209.1710, 7209.1790, 7209.1810,
7209.1891, 7209.1899, 7209.2510, 7209.2590, 7209.2610, 7209.2690, 7209.2710, 7209.2790,
7209.2810, and 7209.2890. It is used for fabrication of steel products for construction, storage racks,
highway products, transmission towers, transmission poles, pipes, household products, firearms, various
types of equipment etc.

Period of Investigation (POI): For determination of dumping and injury, the POI is as follows:

For determination of dumping: From October 01, 2019, to September 30, 2020
For determination of injury: From October 01, 2017, to September 30, 2020

press in Pakistan. All written submissions provided by interested parties on a confidential basis must be
marked “Confidential” and in accordance with Section 31 of the Act, shall be accompanied by a non-
confidential version/summary, which will be placed in the public file. All data and information in this
regard should be submitted to the Director General (Investigation-I1), National Tariff Commission,
Statelife Building No.5, Blue Area, Islamabad.
